This agreement sets out the terms between the buyer and the supplier. Both parties agree to follow the rules listed below.

2. Price and Payment
The buyer agrees to pay the supplier the agreed price for each order. Payment terms are as follows:

3. Delivery

5. Confidentiality
Both parties agree not to share each other's private business information with third parties. This includes pricing, processes, and business plans shared during this agreement.

6. Liability
The supplier is responsible for any direct losses caused by their failure to meet the terms of this agreement. The supplier's total liability is limited to the value of the specific order that caused the problem, unless both parties agree otherwise in writing.

7. Cancellation
Either party can end this agreement by giving written notice of at least [e.g. 30 days]. Orders already placed before the notice date must still be completed and paid for.

8. Governing Law
